The Breakeven Point of Club Stores

It works out that the warehouse club store is about 20% cheaper than the grocery store we shopped at, but remember it cost us a membership fee-- $50 in the case of this warehouse club store.

So, you won’t break even until you spend about $250 on groceries.

But seriously who doesn’t spend that much on groceries throughout the year?
So if there’s a warehouse club store nearby, consider joining it and put that the 20% you used to spend on groceries right in your savings account.
