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How to Cut Your Cable Bill
Cable. It’ll cost you. With the average cable bill hovering at more than 100 dollars a month (according to Leichtman Research Group), many people are considering cutting the cord. 
That’s right. Living without their precious programming. 

But that doesn’t have to be the case.

You can still watch most of your favorite shows, even if you aren’t shelling out tons of money on cable coverage.

How?

Well, there are a couple cable-free options to consider.

Streaming Services

First, look into the steady stream of streaming options.
A package that includes options including HBO Now, Netflix, Hulu and CBS All access will run under 40-dollars a month, well under half of what you’d be paying for the average cable bill. If you opt out of any of those, you can save even more. Research what programs you want to watch, though, because not all services carry all programs, and the last thing you want to do is end up spending as much as you would have with your traditional cable. If you want to watch something similar to a traditional cable lineup, PlayStation Vue or Sling TV offer bundled channel packages you might want to consider.
You should keep in mind that cutting the cord may not mean ending business with your cable provider.  In many cases, the cable company may be your Internet service provider, and could be the only option for your area, so you will still need that ISP to stream video services. It should still be less than what you were paying for cable, but is something to take into consideration.

Bandwidth for Streaming

If you know you have service, be sure you also have a WiFi router. Odds are several people in your home will want to be streaming video, and multiple devices will require a reasonably up to date router.  It may be smarter to buy your own instead of renting one from your cable company. 
How to Make Streaming Easier

You also may want to look into buying a streaming player to get the video to your TV. Roku, Apple and Google all offer streaming services to consider. Do a little research to figure out which service you want before you buy a device, though, because they don’t all work on all players. For example, you can get Sling TV on Roku, Google Chromecast and Android TV, but not on Apple TV. 
How to Get Free TV

If you want to invest in an HD antenna, you can still watch local TV.  Inexpensive options are now available that can stick flat to your wall and pull HDTV signals from more than 30 miles away.
